Rocky Hill saw its number of housing units increase by 7% from 2000 to 2013. Renters live in 32% of Rocky Hill's housing stock,

compared to 32% for Hartford County and 29% for Connecticut.

Units in Structure

Overall, 67% of CT's occupied housing stock is
comprised of single-family housing, while 33% is
multifamily housing (2+ units in structure) and 1% is
mobile homes.

In Rocky Hill, 61% of occupied homes are single-

family, 39% are multifamily (2+ units in structure),
and 0% are mobile homes. Renters live in 74% of
Rocky Hill’s 3,176 multifamily homes, and owners
occupy 93% of its 4,938 single-family homes.

Year Built

CT's housing stock varies in age, with 23% built before 1939,
36% built from 1940 to 1969 and 41% built from 1970 on.

In Rocky Hill, 7% of the housing stock was built prior to 1939,
23% was built between 1940 and 1969 and the remaining
70% was built after 1970. Shifting demographics indicate that
housing built from 1970 on may not meet the needs of CT's
current and future residents.
